Welcome: Welcome! It’s so good to be together to celebrate faith and 
community today. My name is ____ and I’ll be leading our worship time today.

Second reading: 1 Peter 1: 6-9 
6 In [living hope] you rejoice, though now for a little while, if necessary, you have 

been grieved by various trials, 7 so that the tested genuineness of your faith—

more precious than gold that perishes though it is tested by fire—may be found 

to result in praise and glory and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ. 8 Though 

you have not seen him, you love him. Though you do not now see him, you 

believe in him and rejoice with joy that is inexpressible and filled with glory, 
9 obtaining the outcome of your faith, the salvation of your souls.

Interactive Homily: Let’s talk more about faith.  

• What does it mean to be faithful?  

o true; steadfast; make a commitment; stay loyal; “forsaking all others” 

• Tell me some things that you’ve been faithful to in your life, a commitment 

to something or someone even though you can’t know how the future will 

play out 

o kids, jobs, military service, marriages, friends 

• What does it mean to have faith? 

o Faith has an object – you have faith in something or someone. 

o To believe something is true and real, even if you don’t see it. For 

example, based on your experience in the past, you have faith that 

the sun will come up tomorrow; you have faith that God is real and 

loves you  

• Tell me about the different stages of your journey of faith.  

o What was the religion of your birth family?  

o Did you ever fall away from your faith in God? 

o  What drew you back to believing? 

• I wonder who has gone through a time in life when your relationship with 

God and your belief in God’s faithfulness to you were sources of strength? 

o [Encourage sharing; share a story of your own] 

 

I like this section from Spiritual Rx, by Frederic and Mary Ann Brussat:  

“We see faith not as something you have but as something you are in—a 

relationship. It involves an awareness of and an attunement to God’s presence in 

our everyday experiences.   

Practicing faith, then, is like developing any relationship. You have to give it 

time and attention. It requires you to see, hear, feel, and constantly remember 

your partner—God. Have confidence in the [reality of the relationship], even 

when you are facing mysteries, doubts, and paradoxes.” 

 

Let’s pray silently and thank God for the gift of faith. 
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(Silent Prayer) … Lord, hear our prayers. Now let us pray the Lord’s prayer 

together: 

Lord’s Prayer: Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom 

come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily 

bread, and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us. 

And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the 

kingdom, the power, and the glory forever, Amen.

Fourth Reading: From The Princess and the Goblin, by George MacDonald 
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In this story, the princess Irene and her friend Curdie are rescued thanks to help 

from Irene’s fairy godmother, whom she calls Grandmother. Irene doesn’t realize 

that only she can see Grandmother, so after they are rescued, Irene brings Curdie 

to meet her and is stunned that Curdie can’t see her. 

 “I’ve brought Curdie, grandmother. He wouldn’t believe what I told him 

[about you] and so I’ve brought him.” 

 “Yes,” said Grandmother, “I see him. He is a good boy, Curdie, and a brave 

boy. Aren’t you glad you’ve got him out?” 

 “Yes, grandmother,” said Irene. “but it wasn’t very good of him not to 

believe me when I was telling him the truth.”
