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Worship Service Theme:
Work and Rest
(Sunday closest to Labor Day or International Workers Day)

Helpful elements:
Green table covering (Ordinary Time)

Welcome: Welcome! It’s so good to be together to celebrate faith and
community today. My name is and I'll be leading our worship time today.

Today our themes are work and rest. In the U.S. and Canada, Labor Day is
celebrated on the first Monday in September; in many other countries, including
the U.K. and Ireland, May 1 is set aside as International Workers Day or May Day.

According to the U.S. Dept. of Labor, “Labor Day ... is a yearly national tribute to
the contributions workers have made to the strength, prosperity, and well-being
of our country.”

Oregon was the first U.S. state to make Labor Day a holiday in 1887, and
Colorado was among the first five to pass the law that year. In 1894, the U.S.
Congress made Labor Day a federal holiday.

Today, we’ll consider work — and rest — as they relate to our lives of faith.
Please pray with me as we open our time together.

Opening Prayer: Great and loving God, we ask your Holy Spirit to bless our time
together and to refresh us with your presence. In the midst of a world full of
trouble and strife, we thank you for watching over us, guiding us, and as we
confess our sins, for forgiving us. Enable us to enter your presence joyfully and
reverently, and let us depart today with the assurance that our sins are forgiven.
Fill us, O God, with the peace that passes all understanding. Amen.

First reading: Deuteronomy 5:12-15. This is one of the Ten Commandments:

12 0bserve the Sabbath day, to keep it holy, as the Lord your God commanded
you. 3 Six days you shall labor and do all your work, 1 but the seventh day is a
Sabbath to the Lord your God. On it you shall not do any work, you or your son or
your daughter or your male servant or your female servant, or your ox or your
donkey or any of your livestock, or the sojourner who is within your gates, that
your male servant and your female servant may rest as well as you. > You shall
remember that you were a slave in the land of Egypt, and the Lord your God
brought you out from there with a mighty hand and an outstretched arm.
Therefore, the Lord your God commanded you to keep the Sabbath day.

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Second reading: Matthew 12:1-14

1 At that time Jesus went through the grainfields on the Sabbath. Jesus’ disciples
were hungry, and they began to pluck heads of grain and to eat. 2But when the
Pharisees saw it, they said to Jesus, “Look, your disciples are doing what is not
lawful to do on the Sabbath.” 3[But Jesus] said to them,... “the Son of Man is lord
of the Sabbath.” ® Jesus went on from there and entered their synagogue. 1°And a
man was there with a withered hand. And the Pharisees asked Jesus, “Is it lawful
to heal on the Sabbath?” —so that they might accuse him. ! Jesus said to the
Pharisees, “Which one of you who has a sheep, if it falls into a pit on the Sabbath,
will not take hold of it and lift it out? 2 Of how much more value is a man than a
sheep! So it is lawful to do good on the Sabbath.” 33 Then Jesus said to the

man, “Stretch out your hand.” And the man stretched it out, and it was restored,
healthy like the other. *But the Pharisees went out and conspired against Jesus,
to find a way to destroy him.

Interactive Homily: Let’s talk more about work and labor.

e What kinds of work have you done in your life, either inside or outside the
home? [generate lots of examples: farming, housekeeping, teaching, caring
for children, office work, nursing...]

e When you think about the work you’ve done, what do you think made that
work good? What was good about your work?

o Provided for family
o Gave meaning to the day; dignity
o Accomplished things, felt productive, good quality
o Helped others; working with a team
e What was hard about your work?
o Sacrifice of time, energy
o Sometimes safety: certain jobs are dangerous
o Exhaustion, boredom, stress; every day
e What makes work a gift from God?
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o We are fortunate to have work! (Not everyone does...)
o With God’s help, we can do good for others and provide for
ourselves, our families, and even others less fortunate.

e So we work ... but according to the scriptures, we’re also commanded to
rest. Let’s look back at the section we read earlier; this is the fourth of the
Ten Commandments, when God says to the people, “Take a Sabbath day —
take a day off.”

o Who is supposed to rest?
= You and everyone around you, including those who work for

you: “that your male servant and your female servant may rest
as well as you.”
o What are we supposed to do while we rest?
= Remember God’s provision for us! “You shall remember that
you were a slave in the land of Egypt, and the Lord your God
brought you out from there with a mighty hand and an
outstretched arm.”
o We don’t have to work 24/7 to survive. Who takes care of us and
provides all that we need?
= God takes care of us. Resting reminds us of this.
e The spirit of the law is to do good. When Jesus heals the man with the
withered hand on the Sabbath, why do you think the Pharisees are upset?
o They care more about the letter of the law (“don’t work on the
Sabbath!”) than the spirit of the law (love people).
o Jesus values people more than what people can do. Work matters,
but people matter more. Labor Day celebrates both.
o What sorts of good work can we do today? Your contribution
matters!

... Let’s take a moment to silently pray and reflect on blessing of work and rest.

(Silent Prayer) ... Lord, hear our prayers. Now let us pray the Lord’s prayer
together:

Lord’s Prayer: Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom
come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily
bread, and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us.
And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the
kingdom, the power, and the glory forever, Amen.
