Welcome: Welcome! It’s so good to be together to celebrate faith and 
community. My name is ____ and I’ll be leading our worship time today. Today, 
we are looking at the theme of laughter. You may have heard the phrase, 
“laughter is the best medicine,” and that’s a biblical truth: in the book of 
Proverbs, God says, “a joyful heart is good medicine” (Proverbs 17:22). So we’ll 
enjoy some holy laughter today! Thank you for being here. 
 
Please pray with me as we open our time together. 
 
Opening Prayer: Great and loving God, we ask your Holy Spirit to bless our time 
together and refresh us with your presence. In the midst of a world full of trouble 
and strife, we thank you for watching over us, guiding us, and as we confess our 
sins, for forgiving us. Enable us to enter your presence today joyfully and 
reverently, and let us depart with the assurance that our sins are forgiven. Fill us, 
O God, with the peace that passes all understanding. Amen.

Statement of Faith: Let us affirm our statement of faith by reciting Psalm 23, “The 
Lord is My Shepherd,” together: 
The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want. 
2 He maketh me to lie down in green pastures: he leadeth me beside the still 
waters. 
3 He restoreth my soul: he leadeth me in the paths of righteousness for his name’s 
sake. 
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4 Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil: 
for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me. 
5 Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou 
anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over. 
6 Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life: and I shall 
dwell in the house of the Lord forever.

Second reading: This is from the sixth chapter of the gospel of Luke, part of Jesus’ 
famous Sermon on the Mount (Luke 6:20-21): 
20 Then Jesus turned to his followers and said, 
“God blesses you who are poor, 
    for the Kingdom of God is yours. 
21 God blesses you who are hungry now, 
    for you will be satisfied. 
God blesses you who weep now, 
    for in due time you will laugh.

Interactive Homily: Let’s pause our singing for a moment and talk a little more 
about laughter.  

• What sorts of things make you laugh? 
o Jokes, stories 
o Movies (Charlie Chaplin!), pictures (silly dogs, proboscis monkey) 
o Comic strips (what are your favorites?) 
o Funny people 

• What happens in the body when you laugh? How does your body feel after 
you’ve had a good belly laugh? According to research, laughter: 

o Increases oxygen intake and stimulates heart, lungs, muscles 
o Releases “feel good” chemicals 
o Builds your immunity and reduces pain 
o Reduces stress and tension, increases relaxation 

• Maybe even better: how does laughing help your mind and heart? 
o Better mood! Relaxed, happy 
o A good laugh can help put things into perspective 
o Laughing is contagious! Joy spreads. 

• However, we all know that some laughter isn’t as nice. When does humor 
work against people, against having fun? When is humor inappropriate? 

o When it hurts someone else; ethnic jokes, humor at someone else’s 
expense; careless, demeaning 

o When it’s used as a kind of excuse for bad behavior.  
§ The Bible comments on this in Proverbs 26:18-19:  

Like a madman who throws firebrands, arrows, and death is 
the man who deceives his neighbor and says, “I am only 
joking!” 

o “Dirty” humor, just for shock value 
o Sarcasm: meant to bite, not to please; more hostile than funny.  

§ The word “sarcasm” derives from the Greek word “sarkazein” 
which literally means “to tear or strip the flesh off.”  
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• In the Bible, joy is everywhere – the people of God laugh and rejoice 
because of who God is and what God does.  

• Having faith in God doesn’t mean everything is happy all the time. God 
knows that we will have times of sorrow and grief. But, as the Bible says, 
“weeping may last for a night, but joy comes in the morning” (Psalm 30:5). 
We look to God to restore our joy. 

 
Let’s take a moment to silently pray in thanksgiving for the gift of laughter and for 
how God meets us in hard times with the promise of future joy.  
 
(Silent Prayer) … Lord, hear our prayers. Now let us pray the Lord’s prayer 
together: 
Lord’s Prayer: Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom 
come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily 
bread, and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us. 
And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the 
kingdom, the power, and the glory forever, Amen.
